America’s 2026 defence budget is projected at $961 billion, a record high though short of the $1 trillion
mark. The 2026 budget consists of $848 billion base budget—same as in 2025—and $113 billion from the
One Big Beautiful Bill Act (BBB), a one-off tax-and-spending bill passed in July.

BBB heavily caters to the presidential and bipartisan priorities. Pet projects include $25 billion for the
Golden Dome muissile-defence system, $1 billion for border security and $9 billion to improve soldiers’
quality of life.
