Peace-building can be understood as a supplement to preventive diplomacy, peacemaking process, conflict resolution and



peacekeeping operations. It encompasses measures in the context of emerging, current or post-conflict situations for the
explicit purpose of preventing violent conflict and promoting lasting and sustainable peace. In 1992, the UN report 'An
Agenda for Peace: Preventive Diplomacy, Peacemaking and Peacekeeping’ introduced the term peace-building. The
concept of peace-building was further developed and clarified in a series of subsequent documents, among those the
Brahimi report on UN peace operations and Security Council Resolution 1325 (2000) on women, peace and security. The
latest policy statement on peace-building from the Security Council is the Presidential of 20 February 2001. It recognizes
that peacemaking, peacekeeping and peace-building are closely interrelated and that peace-building is aimed at preventing
the outbreak, recurrence or continuation of violent conflict and therefore encompasses a wide range of political,
developmental, humanitarian and human rights programmes and mechanisms. The UN High-Level Panel (2004) suggests that
peace-building should focus on state building - usually, but not exclusively, in a post-conflict situation. The security
dimension encompasses the security of the country and the personal security of its inhabitants. In post-ceasefire (post-
conflict) situations, some elements that have to be considered are: Disarmament, demobilization and reintegration of ex-
combatants into the local community. This should include special programmes for women and children.

Social exclusion is a multi-dimensional concept conceived to capture different aspects of social disadvantage-economic,
social, political and cultural-that exist in multiple variations across nations. Stripped to its essence, the term focuses on the
groups excluded in economic, social and cultural terms as well as on the mechanisms that work to relegate them to the
status of social outsiders. Originating mainly in the writings of French sociologists, the concept is receiving growing scholarly
attention in Western Europe. The emergence of the term, in fact, reflects an attempt to reconceptualise the changing
nature of social disadvantage in post-industrial societies in the face of major technological change and economic
restructuring. The West, for example, has been experiencing an intensifying process of social integration that is occurring
because of long-term unemployment, increasing migration and the rolling back of the welfare state. Consequently, new
vulnerable social groups have been emerging and are labelled in different ways: 'the new industrial poor’, 'immigrants’,
‘ethnic groups’, 'single parents’, among others. Interest in social exclusion has grown in relation to the growth of new social
problems in the west. Two important issues are worth considering here. First, does the concept add anything new which
cannot be provided by analysis within a more conventional framework of, say, poverty, inequality, deprivation and so on.
Second and more important, can this concept be extended beyond a European perspective to a development setting? Can it
be exported from the North to the South, from a situation where the majority are well-off to a situation where the majority
are poor? Clearly, a great deal of attention has been paid, in development analysis, to related issues such as poverty,
inequality, deprivation, entitlements and capabilities.
