In the narrowest sense, price is the amount of money charged for a product or a service. More
broadly, price is the sum of all the values that customers give up to gain the benefits of having
or using a product or service. Historically, price has been the major factor affecting buyer
choice. In recent decades, however, nonprice factors have gained increasing importance. Even
so, price remains one of the most important elements that determines a firm's market share
and profitability.

Price is the only element in the marketing mix that produces revenue; all other elements
present costs. Price is alsc one of the most flexible marketing mix elements. Unlike product
features and channel commitments, prices can be changed quickly. At the same time, pricing is
the number one problem facing many marketing executives, and many cocmpanies do not
handle pricing well. Some managers view pricing as a big headache, preferring instead to
focus on other marketing mix elements. However, smart managers treat pricing as a key
strategic tool for creating and capturing costumer value. Prices have a direct impact on a firm's
bottom line. A small percentage improvement in price can generate a large percentage
increase in profitability. More important, as part of a company's overall value proposition, price
plays a key role in creating customer value and building customer relationships. "Instead of
running away from pricing,” says an expert, "savvy marketers are embracing it".

The price the company charges will fall somewhere between one that is too low to produce a
profit and one that is too high to produce any demand. It summarizes the major
considerations in setting price. Customer perceptions of the product’s value set the ceiling for
prices. If customers perceive that the product’s price is greater that its value, they will not buy
the product. Likewise, product costs set the floor for prices. If the company prices the product
below its costs, the company's profits will suffer. In setting its price between those two
extremes, the company must consider several external and internal factors, including
competitors’ strategies and prices, the overall marketing strategy and mix, and nature of the
market and demand.

Further, the government decided to increase the cap
from twenty-six per cent to forty-nine per cent which has subsequently been increased to a
hundred per cent. Despite the numerous reform measures undertaken under the ambit of the
‘Make in India' programme, the Indian defence industry still suffers from several legacy issues.
This reform agenda should begin with an overarching and integrated institutional structure
that would be responsible for the three critical but interrelated functions of procurement,
production and R&D. For India to establish a credible industrial base, improved R&D will play
a vital role. This needs to be corrected by making the DRDO accountable, brining the R & D
labs and the industry together as a team and encouraging the industry to spend for greater
resources on in-house technology development.

Morgenthau begins his argument by noting that the world "is the result of forces inherent in
human nature.” And, human nature, as Thucydides pointed out, is motivated by fear (phobos),
self-interest (kerdos), and honor (doxa). "To improve the world,"writes Meorgenthau,"one must
work with these forces, not against them.” Thus, realism accepts the human material at hand,
however imperfect that material may be. "It appeals to historical precedent rather than to
abstract principles and aims at the realization of the lesser evil rather than of the absolute
good." For example, a realist would look at Irag's own history, explained through its
cartography and constellations of ethnic groups, rather than to moral precepts of Western
democracy, to see what kind of future Irag would be immediately capable of following the
toppling of a totalitarian regime. After all, good intentions have little to do with positive
outcomes, according to Morgenthau.
