Civil war differs radically from both intemational war and communal violence, Unlike
international war, it is fought outside any structure of rules and entirelv within the temitory of
the society.

Such rebel armies usually have little option but
to live off the land These features typically escalate the social costs of civil war above the
costs of either intemational war or communal violence. For example, the same conflict
between Entrea and Ethiopia generated both a civil war and, following Eritrean
independence, an intemational war.

The perpetrators of civil war usually adopt the rhetoric that the war is a necessary catalvst for
social progress. Occasionally this is right, but more typically war is an economic and social
disaster for the affected country. Therefore, for those whae care about development, civil war
is 2 major problem.
